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This year will be an exciting one for you. We would 
like to make it easier for you and your son/daughter. 
Trying to decide what to do after graduation is often 
not easy and sometimes causes extreme apprehension 
for seniors. The following suggestions hopefully will 
alleviate this and make the year as enjoyable as 
possible. 

1. Seniors need to meet the school district's 
requirements for graduation in order to participate in 
the graduation ceremony. A senior credit check is 
completed during the fall check-in to make sure 
specific requirements will be met. 

2. We recommend students meet with their 
counselors to plan their year and their post-secondary 
plans. Students may find information in the public 
library or the Guidance and Counseling Office to 
help them decide which careers will meet their 
interests and needs. Most careers require more 
vocational training, two or four years of college 
study, etc. 

3. Students need to take a strong academic 
schedule during their senior year. Selected classes, as 
well as involvement in club, music, athletic, and 
volunteer service activities are used by prospective 
employers and colleges/universities for hiring or 
admission information. 

 
4. If a student is planning to attend college, 

he/she should start the process in September. The 
ACT or SAT tests (which all college bound students 
need to take) start in October with a registration 
deadline in September. Many colleges have 
application deadlines.  

5. Financial aid consists of several different 
areas. Scholarships are listed in our monthly THS 
newsletter, posted in the Guidance and Counseling 
Office and the LMC from September through May. 
Students need to check these lists weekly to see 
which ones they might qualify for and pick up the 
appropriate application(s) in the Guidance and 
Counseling Office. Financial aid applications based 
on need will be available in mid-December, also in 
the Guidance and Counseling Office. 

6. Many students choose to work part-time 
around school hours. Studies show, generally, this 
does not interfere with grades as long as the student 
does not exceed 15 hours per week and the student 
does not work late hours. 

We feel proper planning during their senior year 
makes the transition out of high school much easier 
for our students. Students need to make their senior 
year count by getting involved and having fun, too.

Eligibility  
Under the rules of the Colorado High School 
Activities Association, which governs all sanctioned 
high school interscholastic athletics, athletes must 
be scholastically eligible for participation in sports. 
"Scholastically eligible" at Thornton High School is 
divided into two parts. They are: 
1.The semester prior to participation, a student must 

have been enrolled in at least five (5) classes (2 
1/2 Carnegie units) and failed no more than one 
(1) class (1/2 Carnegie unit). 

2.The semester during participation, a student must 
be enrolled in 5 classes (2 1/2 Carnegie units) and 
fail no more than 1 class (1/2 Carnegie unit). 

 
An athlete may regain eligibility by attending 
Summer School. Athletes and spirit squad are also 
monitored on a weekly basis with regard to 
academic eligibility. Two (2) "F's" in any week 
will make them ineligible for the next week. 
Eligibility is checked each Friday and runs from 
Sunday through Saturday of the following week. 
 
Financial Assistance 
FAC (Faculty Advisory Council) forms are 
available in the main office. The athlete must fill 
out the form completely and turn in an attendance 
report. The FAC forms are available to families in 
need of monetary supplementation. FAC meets 
once a month. If an athlete is on free and reduced 
lunch, their athletic fee will be waived. The parent 
or athlete must notify the athletic office of the free 
or reduced eligibility.  The form must be on file in 
the main office. Either of these forms must be 
accepted before the first scrimmage, or the athlete 
will not be able to participate. 
 
Athletic Rules to Remember 
On the day of a practice or an event, the athlete 
must be in attendance in all classes or have a pre-
excused absence to participate. An unexcused 
absence from any class, or illness, makes the athlete 
ineligible to participate on that day. Also, if the 
student is out on Friday, that carries over to 
Saturday competition. 
 
Competitions 
No inappropriate signs can be held up or posted at 
competitions.  Your signs can not block the view of 
other spectators. Students must keep t-shirts on at 
all times. The Front Range League and CHSAA 
have a policy that there are to be no noisemakers at 
any competitions. Some examples would be 
thundersticks, cowbells, horns, or whistles.  Thank 
you for your cooperation.
